D. NEW BUSINESS:
      There were 12 artists that submitted artist proposals for the Gateway Sculpture Project. They were: Hasna Sal, Jake Balcom, Amie Jacobsen, Suikang Zhao, Nathan Pierce, James Moore, Beth Nybeck, Kenny West, J.D. Trejo-Mayo, Butch Murphy, David Breneman, and David Mitchell.

1. All proposals were reviewed and discussed by all the committee members.
2. All proposals which did not present an actual proposal or did not meet requirements for a sculpture were rejected.
3. The evaluation sheets provided by the City Clerk were used.
4. The number of proposals which were considered as meeting the project parameters were narrowed down to 5.
